3. Principal’s Report 
· SSP – No new updates.  It is the end of 2nd short cycle so staff will be doing a reflection at the next staff meeting and new strategies will be discussed/implemented in April for 3rd term.
· Enrollment numbers
· This year we have a total of 247 students.  Next year it is 219 students (28 less as of right now)
· Numbers are as follows:  PP -22, Primary – 23, Grade 1 – 39, Grade 2 – 35, Grade 3 – 40, Grade 4 – 46, and Grade 5 – 42.
· No configurations yet for next year as this is not settled until end of April/start of May. It depends on the budget. 
· Upcoming activities 
· Neptune theatre to visit on April 8th in the afternoon (P-5 students)
· Progress conferences are on April 1st and 2nd.  Some classes are doing regular guardian/teacher conferences and some will be doing student-led.

4. Review of financial information
· Financial Statement. 
· $1950.87 remaining but approximately $700 still needs to be taken out for StoryChamps (already approved by SAC)
· Request for funds 
· With the remaining $1200 asking for $500 for 2 substitutes (to allow times for staff to complete literacy/math/well-being meetings/PLC time).
